The Planning Department has completed its review of the referenced construction plans submitted August 22, 2008 and has the following comments that must be addressed:  
1. Indicate mulch lines; ideally there will be mulch beds connecting landscaping vs. mulch circles around each individual tree or shrub.
2. Request from either Public Works and / or Public Utilities that tress can be planted in their easement.  
3. The landscaping around the BMP will need to be planted when it is built and not with any future phase.

4. Ensure that the BMP will be cleaned and kept free from rubbish and debris.

5. Complete the spread information on the Planting Schedule.

6. There is one island that does not have a tree proposed in it.  Are there other items proposed in this location that prohibit the planting of a tree?
7. The landscape plan cannot be signed for approval until the curb and gutter is installed.
8. Do you know when the lighting plan will be submitted?

Comments from Public Works are included with these comments.  Comments from Public Utilities and the Police Department will be sent when they are available.  Until all comments are received, the Planning Department cannot make a determination as to the next required step; this decision will be made as soon as the other comments are received.
