ADDITIONAL COMMENTS:

· Provide details and hydraulic calculations for the outfall channel from OF-200. From outfall to existing inlet.  Why are the pipes not being connected to the existing offsite storm sewer system? 
· Provide evidence that you can tie into the storm sewer system on the property to the west. Could not locate agreement on the plans.
· All work in West Broad Street R/W is under VDOT purview and not part of these comments.
· Profile the outfalls down to the center of the RPA creek to show it drains. 

· Show the level spreaders in the profile to show they fit into the area.

· 20-feet is the max depth for “BB” series inlets per VDOT Guidelines.  You might want to consult with a structural engineer for inlet design. Inlets 300, 452 & 460 exceed 20-ft.

· Consider including the 3 &4 BB Series inlet details on the plans.
· Page C10.03 - In the Channel Computation Table, is that supposed to be “15-yr Normal Depth” or “10-yr”?

· Page C10.04 – In the “Convergence Point Narrative”, it appears the narrative abruptly ends.  Is there something missing?
