ADDITIONAL COMMENTS:

· All work in West Broad Street R/W is under VDOT purview and not part of these comments.

· Profile the outfalls down to the center of the RPA creek to show it drains, or at a minimum to the Flood Plain on the final storm sewer profiles.
· Show the level spreaders in the profile to show they fit into the area. Show they will fit now instead of later.  
· How is Level Spreader at OF-450 to be accessed and constructed once the retaining wall is built if the level spreader is not to be constructed with these plans?
· 20-feet is the max depth for “BB” series inlets per VDOT Guidelines.  You might want to consult with a structural engineer for inlet design. Inlets 300, 452 & 460 exceed 20-ft.
· Consider including the 3 &4 BB Series inlet details on the plans.
· Page C10.04 – In the “Convergence Point Narrative”, it appears the narrative abruptly ends.  Is there something missing? Page C10.04 was not part of the plan set.
· What Q’s were the Outlet Protection for the erosion control measures based on?
· I was informed that no work is to take place in the VDOT R/W until the Signal Plan is approved.  How is Sediment Basin #3 to be connected?
· On Pages C4.02, C2.19 & C6.02; MH-402 is missing.
· Page C2.19 in the plan view the pipe from SB-7 goes through the proposed retaining wall.  In the profile view the pipe stops at the wall.  Which is correct?
· Page C2.14 shows the outfall from SB-0 as Outlet Protection.  Page C4.04 et al shows the outfall as a Level Spreader.  Which is correct?
· Page C6.02 shows pipes 101-99 in a VDOT Drainage Easement.  Be aware Public Works has had a problem in the past with VDOT accepting these off site drainage easements even though it is their pipe system.
· Pages C8.03 & C8.04; provide the details of the level spreaders, outlet protection [dimensions], and profiles to the centerline of the RPA Channel or 100-yr FP in the pipe profiles.

· Page C10.03; for channel section 3F-3G, what is the allowable V2 velocity?  Is 5.93 ft/sec erodible based on soil type?

· Page C11.05 & C11.06; Provide details/elevations/hatch and underdrain dimensions, slopes, etc. on the sand filter drawings.  Sand filters must be designed in accordance with Chapter 14.07 in the Henrico Environmental Compliance Manual. 

· The few factory dimensions provided on the sand filter details are too small to read.  Please enlarge.

· On Page MU – Conceptual Master Utility Plan; show the proposed sand filter and piping to the outfall on the northeast corner of the Wegman’s site.
