Sir:
The Planning Department has reviewed the above-referenced plans received March 27, 2015 and has the following comments that must be addressed prior to staff recommending approval to the Planning Commission:
1) Provide evergreen hedge along parking spaces facing Nuckols Road.
2) Extend greenbelt design the entire frontage of Wyndham Forest Drive.

3) Add the enhanced plantings to the staff plan for the pedestrian access area from Twin Hickory Road.

4) Inventory and show supplemental planting to demonstrate screening from Preston Square on the north end of that buffer area adjacent to the “natural triangle buffer.”

5) Add the additional adjacent Preston Square block at the north end of that adjacent parcel.

6) Shift light pole locations to eliminate conflict with tree plantings and easements, and to located poles in the crosshairs of parking spaces in lieu of centered.
7) Modify plant schedule to tabulate existing, proposed, and total materials.

8) Remove all labels designating [relocated] materials on the landscape plan sheets L1.1 and L1.2.

9) Remove outdoor display label on building 5.

10) Provide a better representation of the existing landscaping/wall located on this property south of the Nuckols Road entrance.

11) The light pole behind building 5 should be relocated to the other side of the drive aisle to allow a house side shield on the back of the fixture, or eliminated.

12) Repeat/Advisory: Construction plans have not been finalized at this time.  The review of the perimeter buffers is the primary focus of this review, to be referred to as “Phase 1.”  Interior (supplemental, enhanced) landscape plans will be subject to subsequent administrative review after construction plans have been approved, but no later than issuance of building permits immediately adjacent to any respective interior landscape area.

13) Repeat: Interior landscaping:

a. Update plans to reflect construction plan comments, which affects location of landscape islands, grocery tenant building rear setback, loading areas, and pedestrian walkways.
b. The central island leading to the front of the grocery tenant building is designed with a sidewalk and landscape strip on both sides.  The sidewalk should be shifted to one side to provide adequate space for planting and vehicle overhang.  

c. The applicant should indicate willingness to incorporate tree wells in the large expanses of concrete along building fronts interior to the site.  

Staff has not received final comments from all agencies at this time.  Additional comments may be forthcoming.  Please address the above comments and any outstanding comments from other agencies.  
Revised plans and a response to all comments are needed prior to Planning Commission, and should be received no later than April 10 for the April 22, 2015 hearing.  You may contact me at 501-7175 if you should have any questions.
