Preliminary Plan Review 1
Ms. Paul,
Planning review of the above-referenced Preliminary Plan of Development submitted for review on April 2, 2019, has been completed.  The Planning Department provides the following comments:

1) If the proposed land disturbance exceeds 2,500 square feet; a complete Plan of Development (POD) must be submitted for administrative review and approval. A link to the POD application form is provided for your reference:

2) Closure of a dedicated public street will require a public hearing and approval by the Board of Supervisors. Contact Keith Adams Assistant Director of Real Property at (804)501-4352 to discuss the process and timetable for vacation of the right of way.
3) If the right of way is vacated, easements for the existing public storm and utility facilities within the existing right of way will need to be reserved. 

4) A Landscape, Lighting and Fence Plan will be required to be submitted for administrative review and approval for any fencing securing the vacated street, or if any revisions to landscaping or site lighting are proposed. If a POD is required, the Landscape, Lighting and Fence Plan should be included with the POD plan for concurrent review, Otherwise, it should be submitted for independent review. A links to the Landscape, Lighting and Fence Plan application is provided for your reference:

5) The design and function of any fence/gate structure limiting access to and from the vacated street must be approved by the County Traffic Engineer and the Fire Marshal. A gate will be required in any fence where it crosses over public utility or drainage structures.
6) If necessary, the fence plan must include a location plan and fence details, as well as details for emergency access (i.e.: Knox Box).
7) If necessary, the landscape plan must include a planting plan a plant schedule and planting details.
8) If necessary, the lighting plan must include a photometric plan as well as fixture locations and details. All lighting fixtures must be sharp cut-off design, with a concealed source.

9) Provide site details showing how the street will be physically closed to public use and travel; including details for vehicular turnarounds for the closed street entrances, in accordance with DPW Traffic Engineering Design Standards. Indicate how vehicular turning movements (including vehicles parked on the closed street) and emergency access will be accommodated within the closed portion of the street. Indicate how curb lines, street signs and the median in East Laburnum Avenue will be modified in accordance with DPW Traffic Engineering Design Standards and/or policies, to accommodate the proposed street closure.
10) If private controlled street access will be permitted from either Oronoco Avenue or East Laburnum Avenue, provide details for access control, in accordance with DPW Traffic Engineering Design Standards.
11) Provide GIS coordinates on applicable plan sheets.

12) Identify the location of existing fire hydrants within and adjacent to the street to be vacated. Maintain, relocate or provide fire hydrants, as required by the Fire Marshal.
13) Maintain, relocate or provide fire lanes, including signage and striping, as required by the Fire Marshal.
14) If any proposed land disturbance exceeds 2.500 square feet, grading, drainage, storm water management and erosion and sediment control will need to be addressed in accordance with DPW Environmental and Drainage Design Standards. An E&S bond and agreement may also be required.
15) If the proposed land disturbance is less than 2,500 square feet and proposed construction disturbs or limits access to existing public utility and /or drainage facilities, a construction plan will need to be submitted for review and approval by DPU and/or DPW as applicable.
16) Maintain a handicapped accessible way between public and private sidewalks in accordance with ADA requirements.
17) Will Elba Street also be closed to public use and travel or will access from Elba also be secured?  

18) The increased traffic impact on Elba and Pinalto Drive, as well as Engleside Drive should be considered.
19) Informal and unpaved right-angle parking along the shoulder of Elba Street south of Engleside Drive should be prohibited with curbing, fencing or bollards, and/or signage.
20) Impact on school bus routes and the increased number of students congregating at the remaining bus stops on Pilots Lane and Elba Street should be considered. Lane dividers, speed bumps, its narrow width and its private ownership make Engleside Drive unsuitable for school buses. School policy generally prohibits bus stops on private streets in housing complexes due to design limitations, access limitations including maneuvering vehicles that hinder bus schedules, and maintenance issues, including snow removal. Henrico County Public Schools-Transportation Division permits limited exceptions for smaller buses used for pickup of individual handicapped students due to ADA and Title 1 requirements. Limited pedestrian connections to other streets due to existing fences, limit access to bus stops on the remaining public streets. Typically, Schools does not count distance on private property towards walking distance limits. 
21) Impact on emergency response time should also be considered, Lane dividers, speed bumps, their narrow widths and maneuvering vehicles along interior private streets also hinder emergency response time.  
Additional site plan review comments will be provided separately by: Police, Fire, and DPU, as well as DPW Design, Environmental, Construction, and Traffic Engineering Divisions.
