The buffer areas consisting of vegetation that is effective in retarding runoff, preventing erosion, and filtering nonpoint source pollution are to be retained, remain undisturbed, and protected from all construction or land disturbing activities.  Permitted activities in the RPA are restricted, and any development or disturbance in the RPA requires prior approval by the County Engineer.
